CONNECT A SATELLITE ANTENNA

The cable from the satellite antenna is connected to the SAT IN jack.

The coaxial cable is used to connect the antenna to the receiver, to receive
a signal from the satellite to be transmitted to the TV. Frequent rotation,
relocation, pushing, or moving of the receiver may cause this cable to become
loose, which could result in signal loss or poor picture quality. In this case, the
cable must be tightened.

During snowfall, it is possible for snow to accumulate on the antenna, which
interferes with the reception of a signal from the satellite.

CONNECTATV

If there is an HDMI input on the TV, it can be connected with an HDMI cable in
order to maintain the highest picture quality.

The TV can also be connected via a mini AV cable via the AV output.

When installing a DTH service, you must switch fo AV mode on the TV, to switch
to the receiver.

Most new TVs switch automatically, but for those who don't or don't remember
the last selected input, do the following:

- Each remote has a button named <TV INPUT>.

- When the selected button is pressed, an input selection menu appears.
Depending on what cable the modules are connected to, the input will look
different. On most TVs, the input you use will be brighter.

CONNECT A HOME THEATER SYSTEM OR SOUND SYSTEM

The sound system is connected via an RCA cable, connected to the AUDIO
outputs on the TV receiver.

ADDITIONALTIPS

1. Restart the device:

If the digital receiver has a problem, try restarting the device by unplugging

and reconnecting the power cord from the device.

2. If the display does not work, check:

o Whether the receiver and the TV are connected to the power source.

o Whether the receiver and the TV are connected and whether the two devices
are green.

3. If the receiver's display is red, press the STB on/off button

4. Check that the receiver is connected to the appropriate input on the TV:

 Press the <TV INPUT> button on the receiver's remote control and switch the
inputs until the appropriate display selection is displayed.

e The names of the inputs depend on the TV manufacturer.

o If the TV does not respond, repeat the operation on the TV remote control.

5. If the main menu appears and you want to return to the program, press

<EXIT>.

6. If you want to take a step back in the menu, press the <BACK> button.

7. When you receive a B-mail, a letter envelope icon will appear on the TV

screen. This B-mail contains important information about your service or

about new promotions that might interest you. Open it by pressing the OK

button on the remote control of the STB (receiver).

8. In the event of snowfall, snow may accumulate on the antenna or rail,

interfering with satellite reception. When the satellite sends a signal, it is

reflected in the antenna and received by the device, which is located at the

end of the rail. This unit converts the signal and sends it to the receiver, which

in turn forwards it to the TV.
